•	 As always, we respect your privacy and are not collecting any identifiable information 

through the use of Google’s or any other third-party remarketing system. 

•	 Third-party vendors, including Google, will place cookies in order to serve ads based on 

past visits to our website. This allows us to continue to market our services to those who 

have shown interest in New England Cancer Specialists, or any of its organizations. You can 

always adjust cookie settings, or block third-party cookies entirely, in the Security & Privacy 

settings for each browser you use. 

We use Google Analytics, Google Search Console, Google My Business, BranchCMS for the 

website platform, Typekit, and SproutSocial to collect non-personal aggregated use data. Site 

visitors may also be asked to provide information, such as an email address, a mailing address, 

and/or a phone number, and credit card information in order to receive some of our services. 

Visitors may decide to volunteer this additional information to fill out a survey, to make a 

donation, to register for a program, or to join a mailing list.

Our content management system uses browsing behavior to recommend relevant content. 

The recommendations are informational and not meant to provide guidance on the care you 

should receive.
