Dear Members of the Mt. Blue Campus Community,  
  
This letter informs you that an ​additional​ individual associated with Mt.Blue Campus recently tested positive for 
COVID-19. Other staff or students may have come in contact with this individual and, therefore, may have been 
exposed to the virus. We are informing you out of an abundance of caution. Please monitor yourself/your student for 
signs and symptoms. Call a health care provider if symptoms start. Stay home if you are sick.  
  
We are working closely with the Maine CDC to ensure our response aligns with all safety guidelines. ​Maine CDC or a 
school representative will contact you directly if you are identified as a close contact of someone who tested 
positive.​ Close contacts will be asked to quarantine for 14 days from last exposure to the positive individual. A 
negative test result does not get an individual out of quarantine.  
 
All RSU 9 currently known close contacts, verified by the Maine CDC, have been contacted by an RSU 9 staff member 
and are also in quarantine. ​Our notification regarding the positive confirmed COVID-19 case from yesterday had a total of 
18 close contacts. At this time,​with our second recent positive​, we have approximately 20 members of the Mt.Blue 
Campus in quarantine.  
 
We will be resuming in-person classes at MBHS and FTC on Wednesday, November 4th. Wednesday is a Blue 
day and Cohort K-Z will be on site.  
 
COVID-19 is a respiratory illness that ranges from mild to severe. It can be more severe in adults 60 years and older 
and in those with underlying conditions. The virus mainly spreads when an infected person coughs or sneezes, and an 
uninfected person breathes in the virus. Signs and symptoms include:  
 
• new loss of taste or smell  
• sore throat  
• congestion or runny nose  
• nausea or vomiting  

• diarrhea  
• fever or chills  
• cough  
• headache  

• fatigue  
• muscle or body aches  
• shortness of breath or difficulty
